Adam Fulara  (born 1977) – musician, composer, guitarist, and playing a unique guitar approach – two- handed tapping. He is a master of computer engineering and a high school computer science teacher. 

Musical life events 

-1994 – graduation from Entry Level Musician School, Ostrzeszow, accordion class

- 2002- elaboration of innovative type of tapping – so-called “Portato” style and designing a special kind of musical instrument: two-neck guitar, which can be used for playing a particularly unique technique  

- 2003- first reviews  of Adam’s recording in “Guitar and Bass” (musicians’ magazine) – since then they have published about Adam regularly 
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- 2003 – concert of Fool-X for Opole Polish Radio 
-2004- teacher of Master Class on Bach Playing during European Tap Seminar 2004 and 2005 (Neufachateau, Belgium,  English, look at the picture) and also music…. In Poland (in Grodzisk Wielkopolski, Warsaw, Koszalin, during jaZZlot Festival 2003, 2004 and 2005)

-2004 – he was awarded with.... for the best musician in the Polish Jazz Festival in Sieradz (jury consisted of well-known names such as Marek Napiorkowski, Henryk Miskiewicz, Dorota Napiorkowski)

-2004- cooperation and concerts with well-known polish jazz and fusion musicians like…………(including playing with them in a framework of jaZZlot 2004)

-2005 – Adam is given a sponsorship for instruments (so-called endorsement) from REK luthier workshop, which  began producing a special line of double neck guitar – REK portato signed by Adam. Tapping show in biggest Polish music store RIFF (www.riff.net.pl)
-2005- Concert in Berlin, turned out to be a big success; it seems that there will be more international concerts: in Darmstadt, Brussels, Neufchateau, Libermont, …. 

We are preparing a book (with a DVD) in English, which is designed for young guitar players and contain guitar’s transcriptions for 12 hits of classic music. These transcripts are designed for two-hand tapping played on typical, 6-strings electric guitar. It is probably the first of such  transcriptions book in the entire world.  
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Adam had his performances mainly with the whole band, but he has also played solo in Poland and abroad (in the picture we can see the the cadr from a concert in a famous jazz club – Arts-o-Base in Brussels we can see the trio playing: Adam Fulara, Wolfgang Daiss and Pierre Narcise, who play concerts and conduct instrument workshops for guitar players and tappers).  

Rhythmic section Fool-X

      Tomasz Fulara (Fool-X, bass) and Marek Niechcial (Fool-X, drums) since 2003 create  the rhythmic section of A. Cireniewski’s band, famous Polish singer, with whom they often perform, including concerts for Polish TV (TVP 1 and TVP2)

Why Fool-X trio sounds unique?[image: image3.png]



1. Two hand tapping is a unique and extremely spectacular way of playing guitar, but that’s not the reason the band sounds so unique.

2. Adam plays  the touch technique with unusual (even between tappers) very fat , jazz-guitar sound (harmony and solos at the same time, or contrapuntal solos based on  the jazz tradition and J. S. Bach's music, or sometimes a walking bass line and chords when the bass player plays solo).  No other guitar player sounds  similar; all tappers use soprano sounds (like S. Jordan, who plays stick). This unique sound is enriched by the author’s kind of articulation – Portato. 
3. Unusual, not typical instrument played by Adam – double neck guitar

4.  A polyphonic (counterpoint) interpretation and composition – the band is working on three-voice interpretation of standards and three-voice compositions (concerning topics and improvisations) based on bebop tradition and method used by J. S. Bach. Only few pianists, such as K. Jarrett or B. Mahldau, use the polyphonic method. They use this method in a little different way, though, and we can be fairly sure that no other current guitar player or tapper use it.

5. Composition of above trio’s features with:

1. Brilliant clang and walking parts of bass (including…)

2. Dialogues of drum player and guitarist during the improvisation

Fool-X trio is playing its own composition and famous jazz standards, creating an unusual sound consisting of different kinds of music, like fusion, funk, and bebop. The band’s music is not only to show  music technique; we were presented an award in a jazz festival in Sieradz, Poland by  a jury consisting of well-known and……….polish musician.

          The band performs mainly in  jazz clubs all over Poland and abroad (Berlin, Brussels), but also during  big concerts, for example during the Juwenalia 2003 festival (this concert was played for 5000 people and was partly shown  on TV Polsat).  Fool-X trio has also played concerts with famous polish jazz players, like….
